• $400 - Computer To Update Web Site Products
• $200 - Digital Camera To Take Pictures Of Products
• $80 - Scanner to Scan Products
• $700 - Cost To Add 500 Products To Your Site
• $3689.95 - Total Cost To Get A Minimal Store Functioning

• $1280 - Monthly Cost To Dedicate One Employee To Add Products To The

Now think about how much your gross sales would have to be to actually be in the black 
after your first year's worth of work.
